WINTERFAIR ARTISTS PARKING INFORMATION

Parking will be $7.00 per day or $20.00 for a three-day pass. The three-day pass allows
in/out privileges throughout the event and a faster entry in the morning.

DAYTIME PARKING DURING SHOW (See map):
To park in the covered Artist Parking Building (Sheep Barn), follow signs to Gate
10. Trailers can be parked here as well.

Parking is also available in the lot adjacent to the Sheep Barn: follow signs to
Gate 3. Oversize vehicles or RVs must park in this parking lot or the overflow lot. Please
park along the 17th Avenue fence to allow for patron/handicapped parking.

*Follow Blue Line to Gate 10
for Sheep Barn Parking

*Follow Red Line to Gate 3
for all other Artist Parking
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If vou unloaded your vehicle in the covered (dirt floor/paddock) on the South side
of the building, you CANNOT leave it there during the show. They will block
access to paddock during the event. The barrier will be removed before teardown
on December 8.

FOR OVERNIGHT PARKING: The Expo center guidelines are as follows:

Overnight RV camping with electricity BUT NO WATER HOOK UP is available. Ask
parking attendant at the entry booth and they will direct you. For more information on
camping availability, contact the Ohio Expo Center at 614-644-4038.

Trailers can be left overnight either in the Artists’ Parking Building (Sheep Barn) or in the
adjacent parking lots. For those with campers, please park in the parking lots along the
17" Avenue fence to make it easier for those going in and out each day.
